Enter Captain, Mr Arrow, Jim and Maggie [MSR]

CAPTAIN: That was a narrow escape from the ship, wasn't it?

MAGGIE: If it weren’t for Jim, we might’'ve been grabbed by those big rough pirates.

ARROW: It hardly bears thinking about.

JIM: | knew something was up when | saw them getting their big weapons out
down below.

MAGGIE: I've never seen such big ones before, have you Mr Arrow?

ARROW: Not for quite some time, Miss.

JIM: All pirates have large cutlasses, Maggie.

CAPTAIN: Fortunately, we managed to escape in one of the lifeboats in time.

JIM: We must find the others and warn them.

ARROW: What are your orders, Captain?

CAPTAIN: Get it out Mr Arrow.

ARROW: | beg your pardon, Captain?

CAPTAIN: | want to have a good look at it.

ARROW: What, in front of everybody!?

CAPTAIN: Yes, Mr Arrow.
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Are you quite sure about that Captain?

Yes Mr Arrow. Now hurry up and show me the map.

Oh, the map! Yes, of course, Captain. [hands over map] Here it is.
Maggie stands behind the others trying see the map as they study it.
Now, we’re here and the old stockade is over there.
